Wasted Reduction & Recycling Highlights 

Recycling of raw material waste ð we recycle all 

  off-cuts and raw material waste of non-

adhesive substrates used in label and flexible 

packaging manufacturing 

Our Graphics Department recycles its photopoly-

mer plate material  

Recycling of other packaging components and office 

waste ð corrugated, cardboard roll stock 

cores, office paper, and aluminum cans 

Our new computer-controlled bulk ink mixing and 

delivery system has resulted in the elimination 

of thousands of plastic, one gallon ink jugs and 

their corresponding corrugated shipping cases 

The new ink system uses 55 gallon drums which are 

re-used indefinitely  

In the last 18 months we have switched to a high-

yield ink formulation that has reduced our ink 

consumption by approximately 10,000 

pounds annually 
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At Lofton Label we produce  

No Volatile Organic Compounds (VOCõs)

Green Calls:  In October 2008 we launched òGreenó Service 

Calls and òGreenó Sales Calls whereby we meet òface-to-

faceó via a virtual, web-based live meeting platform and 

share dialogue, file and application content back and forth 

without the time, expense and environmental impact of a 

physical face-to-face meeting.     

 

 

Conservation Highlights 

 

Energy 

 

Our solid waste is transported a short distance from Lofton 

Label where 92% is transformed in to Fuel Pellets.  These 

fuel pellets are forwarded to an incineration plant that 

produces electricity from the pellets and filters the exhaust 

The label manufacturing area or òPressroomó has newer high-

efficiency cooling units with energy saving switches from 

Xcel Energy that allows the power company to better 

manage peak demand  

The new addition at Lofton has high-efficiency heating and cool-

ing units 

Over 90% of all lighting fixtures at Lofton are energy efficient 

per standards set by the power company (T8 lamps) 

We have a Heat Reclamation System that captures the heat 

generated from our presses and compressors and reuses 

this as a heat source 

 

Other 

 

Our manufacturing process uses water-based inks almost exclu-

sively, eliminating  solvents which would eventually make 

their way in to the waste stream    

We purchase low mercury light bulbs whenever possible 

We have converted some of our customers to reusable totes 

rather than corrugated shipping cases, eliminating paper/

cardboard container useñup front 

Two major energy audits, one by our power company and the 

other by an energy consulting firm,  gave us high ratings 

for our major programs initiatives yet we will all work to  

reduce energy waste in other areas like compressors, 

pumps, and vacuum systems. 

Future 

Lofton is investigating several other energy and 

natural resource conservation ideas, including: 

Roof-top wind power generation 

A ògreen roofó to reduce heating and cooling 

consumption and costs 

 Purchasing wind and other renewable energy    

                    credits (offsetting energy credits) 

Use of biodegradable (corn-based) stretch 

film and solventless adhesive box tape 

Volunteering to participate in a European 

program to make synthetic flooring from 

adhesive-based waste label stock
